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Many of the school’s formal, statutory, assessments are now
coming to an end, including ‘SATS’, phonics and multiplication
tables checks. These and other assessments help to confirm
teachers’ judgments of children’s progress and attainment and
this will be shared with parents in July.

Of course, there is much more to school life than tests, and
trips are now well underway with trips to parks, museums and
temples.

Please remember to ensure your child is protected from the
harmful effects of the hot weather by applying suncream and
providing your child with a sun-hat/cap and water bottle.
